4(i)  PARISH FORUM REPORT  - by Cllr H Whitehead  
 
Feedback from the Parish Forum held on 21st Sept 2017 
 
The meeting was quite well attended although it clashed with a few Parish Council meetings. 
 
One of the actions taken since the last meeting was to raise the issue of the planning department 
appearing to overlook the NDP on some applications. The case in point was classed as infill and not 
covered by the NDP. If any similar issues arise or there is still any doubts the Planning Officer is 
willing to attend PC Meetings. 
 
Highlights from the six monthly review of the Rural Strategy were gone through in detail. There are 
currently eight expressions of interest for LEADER funding in the Borough. Officers have visited 
schools including Market Bosworth to prevent and raise awareness of ASB, personal safety, cyber 
bullying and hate crime. 
  
The Annual Rural Conference at Twycross Zoo on 30th November was publicised several times during 
the meeting, when the review of the Tourism and Local Housing plans will be high on the agenda.

Police Sergeant Adam Wardle reported that due to recent events they were now required to have a 
more obvious presence at events which attracted a large audience. He admitted that it had been a 
mistake to move the response teams from Hinckley to Braunstone a couple of years ago so they 
were now based again in Hinckley. 
 
Details of several projects that been undertaken by Parish Councils were reported on including The 
Pavilion in Newbold Verdon where the meeting was being held which is where the Parish Council 
Office is now. 
 
The PCIF Fund will open for applications again in October. 
 
The meeting ended with a session intended to raise awareness of identifying people who may be 
involved in extreme actions.

ITEM 8 - CEMETERY 
Planning permission will be required for the proposed amended layout in terms of discharge of conditions of the 
original planning permission of 2002 e.g. the original conditions said no structures are to be erected except for 
gravestones without further planning permission (this relates to lych gates, memorial walls, etc). Also the Parish 
Council does not yet have permission to extend a driveway or build a turning circle in to the next field, and there 
may be conditions attached as to the type of material to use for the driveway.

From: Market Bosworth Cemetery Working Group 
 
Background 
Market Bosworth Cemetery on Shenton Lane was opened in 2010 since when a steady, step by step 
development of the site has taken place in line with approved plans prepared by the original architect. 
Since then a number of lessons have been learned in respect of cemetery administration and layout as well 
as plot provision. For example, a second interment option has been introduced for ashes interments, 
amendments have been made to the design of the labyrinth area, the number of proposed flowerbeds has 
been reduced and turned over to grave spaces and it has been recognised that the turning circle is not 
large enough for modern day hearses. It has been noted that there is nowhere to scatter ashes and that

be impractical and costly to implement. 
 
With the above in mind and because the first section of the cemetery is nearing completion, it was agreed 
at the Parish Council Meeting on 07.03.17 to appoint HSSP Architects to provide a choice of sketch layouts 
to provide an alternative design for the cemetery from that originally drawn up and approved. The purpose 
of the sketch layouts would be to improve access for the hearses, increase the number of grave spaces 
available on the existing site and include an area for scattering ashes whilst not deviating from the existing 
attractive radial layout. 
 
HSSP Architects carried out a topographical survey and presented initial draft sketches to the Parish 
Council Meeting on 05.09.17 when it was agreed that the Cemetery Working Party would arrange a site 
meeting to discuss the sketch schemes with a view to submitting recommendations for progressing phase 
II for consideration at the October Parish Council Meeting. Cllrs R Symonds, K Coleman and S Ward, joined 
by Cllrs H Whitehead, G Hargreaves and the Clerk therefore met on 12.09.17 to discuss the sketch 
schemes.  
 
Recommendations in respect of the architectural drawings 
Having considered the drawings as distributed by HSSP Architects to the Parish Council on 05.09.17 and 
having met on site to discuss the practicalities, the Cemetery Working Party recommends the following in 
respect of developing the drawings attached to this document as appendix 1: 
 

¶ That the general radial layout be continued as per the sketch schemes 

¶ That the curved road, which is wide enough for two hearses to pass and close enough to the 
southern hedge so as not to waste land, be approved as per the sketch schemes  

¶ That a second turning circle be approved in the adjacent field as proposed, but sited as close to the 
gate as practically possible 

¶ That the radial paths accommodating full burial plots be continued around the circle / labyrinth 
area as shown except for in the grass area immediately north east of the circle / labyrinth  

¶ That radial paths accommodating ashes plots-with-small-headstones be included to the north east 
of the circle / labyrinth area to run parallel with the present plots-with-small-headstones (no 
additional provision for plots of this size has been made in either sketch)  



¶ That the 10 x additional car park spaces illustrated on the sketch scheme be left as a grass area for 
conversion to car parking spaces only if there is a future need  

¶ That the proposed Memorial Garden area should incorporate fewer benches, some flower beds, a 
circular seat and a structure of some sort on which to put memorial plaques to commemorate 
those whose ashes are scattered there 

¶ That in the long term consideration be given to removing the pond but only if there is a need 
following ongoing maintenance and health and safety considerations 

¶ That HSSP Architects be invited to work all the above in to a draft scheme for approval by the Parish 
Council 

 
Recommendations in respect of construction 

¶ Final construction materials such as path edgings and road surface to be determined subject to 
cost 

¶ The road and second turning circle to be constructed in their entirety at the outset for practical 
reasons, subject to cost 

¶ The radial interment paths to be constructed as required according to burial plot demand

ITEM 12 ς STATUTORY RESOLUTION TO CONSIDER WHETHER TO ADOPT THE GENERAL POWER OF 
COMPETENCE  
 
Proposal:  Market Bosworth Parish Council adopt the General Power of Competence 
 
Rationale: A range of background documents has been circulated over the last week or so. Although it was 
suggested we draw up a table to demonstrate advantages/disadvantages the information does not readily fall into 
these easily definable categories. The background documents identify opportunities and risks. 
 
For me, the essence of General Power of Competence is the shift in the way decisions can be made. Traditionally, 
while an individual may do anything that is not prohibited by law, the opposite is true for public bodies: they can 
only do what they have been authorised to by law. Any act or decision that goes beyond those powers is unlawful (or

Nevertheless, GPC is subject to some restrictions. Under section 2 LA 2011, any powers conferred on LAs before GPC

legislation preceding the enactment of GPC cannot be circumvented by use of the power. However, legislation 
enacted after enactment will not limit the power unless this is explicitly mentioned. GPC may not be used to 
circumvent rules on the use of committees and other governance arrangements.  
 
Simply put, adopting general Power of Competence takes nothing away from PC in terms of powers and duties but 
opens opportunities that have previously being restricted. The ability to work with other local authorities on joint 
projects would not be as administratively burdensome i.e. impending possible Market Place scheme, grants loans 
and donations have greater freedoms than under S137, the Council would be eligible to trade should it wish. It gives 
greater freedom and encourages innovative local government opportunities.

¶ not making assumptions that GPC is total freedom but additional responsibility

I would contend that as that adopting GPC costs nothing and has great potential for greater effectiveness given 
Localism and devolution we should give it adopt GPC.   
 
Procedure 
 
A local council must decide, at a full meeting of the council, that it meets the criteria for eligibility at that particular 
point in time.  A resolution to this effect must be written clearly in the minutes of that meeting.   The council is then

Criteria for eligibility 
The freedom of the GPC is available to local councils that meet two criteria for eligibility (LA 2011 s8) set out in a 
statutory instrument known as the Parish Councils (General Power of Competence) (Prescribed Conditions) Order 
2012 that came into force in April 2012. 
 

1) Elected councillors  
At the precise moment that the council resolves that it meets the criteria, the number of councillors elected at 
the last ordinary election, or at a subsequent by-election, must equal or exceed two thirds of its total number of 
councillors. 
 
Elected councillors include all councillors who stood for election whether or not the election was contested.  Co-
opted or appointed councillors do not count as they are not elected. 

 
The total number of councillors means the number of seats on the council including those that might be vacant. 

 
If two thirds is not a whole number, then it must be rounded up to the next whole number.  For example, if the 
number of councillors in total is 8 and two thirds is approximately 5.3, then the number of councillors that must 
be elected is 6. 
2) The qualified clerk  
The clerk must hold at least one of the sector-specific qualifications and should have completed the relevant 
training designed as part of the National Training Strategy for local councils.  From April 2012, this training is 
ǳƴŘŜǊǘŀƪŜƴ ŀǎ ǇŀǊǘ ƻŦ ŀ ŎƭŜǊƪΩǎ ǇǊŜǇŀǊŀǘƛƻƴ ŦƻǊ ƻƴŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǊŜŎƻƎƴƛǎŜŘ ǎŜŎǘƻǊ-specific qualifications.

I 
think it is the advisory notice from NALC. I have adapted the relevant bits to identify how it would appear for Market 
Bosworth Parish Council.

1          BACKGROUND  

1.1      Parish (and latterly town) councils are corporate bodies that have accumulated powers through legislation 
since 1894. Their powers were constrained to specific and appropriate legislation. This means that before 
undertaking anything, members must be satisfied that a town council has the power (under a specified statute) to 
undertake that activity. 

1.2      Town and Parish councils have many specific powers (e.g. the provision of open spaces and recreational 
facilities) in addition to section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972, permitting the expenditure up to certain 
ƭƛƳƛǘǎ ŦƻǊ άǇǳǊǇƻǎŜǎ ƴƻǘ ƻǘƘŜǊǿƛǎŜ ŀǳǘƘƻǊƛǎŜŘέΦ ¢ƘŜ ŦƛƎǳǊŜ ŦƻǊ нлмт-18 being £7.57 per elector.

1.3       Despite the wide range of powers town and Parish councils are always at risk of being challenged, especially if 
they undertake an unusual activity. For example a recent court ruling pronounced that pre meeting prayers by a 
town council was unlawful.

2.      LEGISLATIVE BACKGROUND:  



2.1     The intention of the legislation is that eligible local authorities will no longer have to identify specific powers to 
undertake an activity. As a result, the risk of legal challenge will be reduced. It is stated in the above Statutory 
Instrument that

It is intended to be the power of first not last resort. The eligible council has to ask itself if an individual is allowed to

 3.        TYPES OF ACTIVITIES: 

 3.1       Although the Government has given scant guidance on operation of the new power some new activities 
covered by the legislation include:  

¶ Running a community shop or post office 
¶ Lend or invest money 
¶ Establish a company or co-operative society to trade and engage in  commercial activity 
¶ Establishing a company to provide services such as local transport 
¶ Providing grants to individuals.  

3.2         The power is not restricted to use within the township --- an eligible town/parish council can use it 
anywhere.  

4.         RESTRICTIONS AND RISKS:  

4.1         The only real limitation is that the general power of competence cannot be used to circumvent an existing 
restriction in an existing specific power. The general power of competence is a power it cannot be used to raise the 
precept. 

4.2    Existing duties remain in place, such as having regard to the likely effect on crime/disorder and biodiversity. 
There are also many existing procedural and financial duties that remain in place for the regulation of governance 
(e.g. no delegation to a single councillor). Furthermore councils must comply with relevant existing legislation (e.g. 
employment law, health and safety, equality legislation and duties relating to data protection and freedom of 
information). 

4.3         If another council has a statutory duty to provide a service (e.g. education social service, highways footpaths 
rights of way) it remains their duty to provide it. Nonetheless, eligible town and parish councils may assist. The 
eligible town/parish council would need to ask itself whether an individual private company or community trust

4.4         Whist councils are encouraged to be innovative they should be aware of the risks of:  

¶ Being challenged 
¶ Their trading activities damaging other local enterprises

5.       LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 1972 (s137):  

5.1         Expenditure under the Local Government Act (s137) is limited and has to be budgeted for separately. 
Expenditure is restricted in that it cannot be used to give money to individuals and the amounts must be 
commensurate with the benefit. Section 137 is a power of last resort. 

5.2         A council that is eligible to use the general power of competence can no longer use Section 137 as a power 
for taking action for the benefit of the area. However Section 137 which permits the council to contribute to UK 
charities public sector funds and public appeals remains in place.  



6.         ELIGIBILITY:  

6.1         The three conditions for eligibility are set out in the Statutory Instrument (paragraph 1.4 above) as follows: 

1.                 Resolution: the council must resolve at a meeting that it meets the criteria for eligibility relating to the 
electoral mandate and relevant training of the clerk. 

2.                 Electoral mandate: at the time the resolution is passed, at least two thirds of the council must hold office 
as a result of being declared elected (i.e. not co-opted). 

3.                 Qualified clerk: At the time that the resolution is passed, the clerk must hold a recognised professional 
qualification (e.g. Certificate in Local Council Administration, Certificate of Higher Education in Local Policy) AND pass 
the 2012 CiLCA module relating to the general power of competence. 

 6.2         Having decided at a full meeting of the council that it meets the criteria for eligibility at that particular time 
a resolution to this effect must be clearly written in the minutes. The council is then required to revisit that decision

2.          The Clerk of the Council has passed the CiLCA qualification including CiLCA Section 7 on the general power of 
competence

ITEM 15(e) TO CONSIDER WHETHER TO PARTICIPATE IN THE LOCAL ACCESS FORUM FOOTPATH PROJECT 
The information below as received in an email from LRALC on 22.09.17. 
Does the Parish Council ς or Neighbourhood Forum - wish to participate?  
 
Leicestershire Local Access Forum - Your local footpaths 
A research project is being initiated by the Leicestershire Local Access Forum which may be of interest to some of 
your members or parishioners. 
  
Leicestershire has a good network of footpaths, not all however fully registered and protected and those not 
recognised as public by the highway authority could cease to exist on January 1st 2026. There are missing links in the 
official network, some walked today but others not evident on the ground 
 
Our project is to identify such routes in Leicestershire which are still, or could be, of public benefit, and prepare the 
necessary claim based on historic evidence that they are indeed a highway, and who is entitled to use them. Finding 
such evidence means checking Historic Maps, Enclosure Awards, Tithe Maps, 1910 Inland Revenue Valuation Maps, 
Railway and Canal Plans, Estate Maps, and even Sale Particulars for individual properties - We are building a library 
of digital records which will be made available to researchers, along with lists of useful websites to allow much 
research to be carried out at home but visits to the county record office can help. 
  
We have the full backing, with financial support, of Leicestershire County Council and various user groups to pursue 
these aims, but the task is too immense for their limited resources.  Any involvement, however small, can help and
